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From Jordan
to Glasgow

A programme to give Jordanian nurses experience
in midwifery, neonatal and paediatrics has been
running ata Glasgow hospital for four years.

To date 32 nurses have taken part in the
initiative at Yorkhill Children’s Hospital.

Small groups of nurses receive four months
of experience and training in a range of clincial
areas such as oncology, ENT, renal, burns and
post-natal care.

Lucy Powls, practice development midwife
at NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde, said the
programme began when Jordan set up its first
children’s hospital.

‘Children and adults were treated together
before the hospital was set up and the aim was
to prepare nurses for new ways of working,’
she said.

Julie Smith, project nurse, said the areas
covered by participants were set before they
arrived.

‘Jordan will decide what experience the nurses
need. They all get an assessment to fill in which
is sent back to Jordan,” she said.

Nurses’ salaries and accommodation are paid
by Jordan while they are in Glasgow.

Care before technology

The chief nursing officer for Scotland said it was
essential that technology did not obscure the central
principles of midwifery.

Paul Martin told congress that the Scottish
Government believed in ‘modern tradtionalism’
when it came to midwifery.

‘We're committed to midwives not losing sight
of the core principle, which is to care for people,
he said.

Mr Martin, who is a qualified midwife, said
that technology had to be embedded in an ethos
of care.

‘My challenge to you is, through the delivery of
care in an increasingly technical environment, we
must not forget why we are here, which is to support
women and their families,” he said.
